APES - Extra Credit Opportunities Fall 2017
Although extra credit is not typically a component of upper level classes, students can earn a maximum 20 points extra credit in AP Environmental Science.  Extra credit is offered as an incentive to promote student involvement in educational, natural resource activities linked to curriculum in the classroom.  

Students must attend the activity, participate in a mature, meaningful way, and write a 1 page summary of the activity including a clear description of what was learned and what you thought about the activity.  Please document your presence at activities by taking pictures of yourself to include with your summary.  To earn credit you must turn in the written summary within one week of participating in the activity.
